1—05.01 AIRCRAFT: pertains to all aircraft including but not limited to airplanes, seaplanes, helicopters, ultra light aircraft, motorized hand gliders, hot air balloons, any non—powered flight devices or any other equipment.

1-05.02 BEACH OR SWIMMING AREA: means designated area which includes the actual sand beach as well as the adjacent waters used for bathing, swimming and wading. 

1—05.03 CAMPING: means utilization of any piece of equipment for sleeping in or upon including but not limited to a sleeping bag, hammock, station wagon, car, van, motor home, bus trailer, tent, tarp, truck, house vehicle, or pickup camper for the purpose of occupying a portion of public land for temporary outdoor living.

1—05.04 CAMPSITE: Each small section of the camping area that contains a single picnic table. 

1—05.05 CLOSED ZONE: means any water or land area wherein the presence or operation of all watercraft or other use is prohibited and marked by appropriate means in accordance with the Uniform Waterway Marking System or other means.
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1—05.06 DESIGNATED AREAS: means any location, place, site, region facility, zone, or space identified by the City of McLoud or its designee. 

1—05.07 DOCK: means that part of a structure which may be used for the temporary mooring of watercraft. 

1—05.08 FACILITY: includes all or any part of structures, equipment or other real or personal property or interest therein, and the provisions of the facilities. 

1—05.09 HORSEPOWER: means the horsepower rating published by the manufacturer for the power unit involved. 

1—05.10 JUVENILE: means any person who has not attained their sixteenth birthday. 

1-05.11 LAW ENFORCENT OFFICER/LAKE RANGER: means the person(s) designated by the CITY OF McLOUD, or any State or County Office to enforce the law, rules, and or regulations at the Reservoir and to issue tickets for violations of game, fishing, boating and other violations.

1—05.12 LENGTH OF BOAT: refers to the overall length of the hull, extending from end to end over the deck, excluding sheer, measured in a straight line from the foremost part of a vessel and parallel to the centerline. Bowsprits, bumpkins, rudders, outboard motor brackets and similar fittings or attachments are not included in the measurement. Length shall be stated in feet and inches. Class A boats are under sixteen (16) feet. Class I boats are between sixteen (16) feet and twenty—six (26) feet. Class II boats are between twenty—six (26) feet and forty (40) feet. Class III boats are above forty (40) feet. Class II and III boats are prohibited on the Reservoir.

1—05.13 MINOR: any person over sixteen years of age but less than eighteen years of age. 

1—05.14 MOTORBOAT: means any vessel propelled by machinery, whether or not such machinery is the principal source of 
propulsion. 

1—05.15 OPERATE: means to navigate or otherwise use a motorboat, or a vessel. 

1—05.16 OPERATOR: means any person who operates or is in the actual physical control of a vehicle which includes but is not limited to a snowmobile or all purpose vehicles, motor vehicles, bicycle, motorcycle, watercraft or aircraft.

1—05.17 PERMIT: means any written license or letter of consent issued by or under the authority of the CITY OF McLOUD or a designee of the CITY OF McLOUD, permitting the performance of a specific act or acts. 
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1-05.18 PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICE (PFD): means a lifesaving device, which has been approved by the U.S. Coast Guard.

1-05.19 PERSONAL WATERCRAFT: as defined in Title 63 Oklahoma Statutes, Section 805, a Class A vessel which: 

(a) has an outboard or inboard motor, which uses an internal combustion engine powering a water jet pump as its primary source of motive propulsion. 

(b) is an air cushioned vessel: a vessel less than sixteen (16) feet in length which travels across water just above or on a cushion of air provided by engines, propellers, or others means of propulsion. 

(c) is designed with the concept that the operator and passenger ride on the outside surfaces of the vessel as opposed to riding inside the vessel. 

(d) has the probability that the operator and passenger may, in the normal course of use fall overboard; and 

(e) includes a vessel where the operator and passenger ride on the outside surfaces of the vessel, even if the primary source of propulsion is a propeller. 

1-05.20 RESERVOIR: shall mean the Wes Watkins Reservoir including the waters, lands and properties owned by the Pottawatomie County Development Authority and controlled by the City of McLoud.

1-05.21 SCUBA: means divers equipped with self-contained underwater breathing apparatus. Scuba diving is prohibited in the Reservoir other than rescue and/or emergency situations as deemed necessary by the PCDA. 

1—05.22 VESSEL: means every description of watercraft, other than a seaplane on the water, used or capable of being used as a means of transportation on water. 

1—05.23 WAKE: means the track left by a watercraft in the water causing waves that may cause discomfort, injury or damage to persons, watercraft or property. 

1—05.24 WATERCRAFT: means any vessel used or capable of being used as a means of transportation on water, including but not limited to powerboats, cruisers, houseboats, sailboats, rowboats, canoes, kayaks, jet skis and any other such equipment.

1-10.01 MINIMUM AGE: No permit required by the provisions of this division shall be issued to any person under the age of sixteen (16) years. Children under age sixteen can fish for free if they are in the company of a paying adult. 

1-10.02 PRORATION: No fee required by this provision shall be prorated. 

1-10.03 ISSUANCE: All boat permits required by the provisions of this division shall be issued by the CITY OF McLOUD or any person or persons as may be designated by the CITY OF McLOUD. 

1-10.04 TRANSFER: No permit issued under the provisions of this division shall be transferable to any other person.

1—10.05 EXPIRATION: Seasonal permits issued under the provisions of this division will expire on the thirty—first day of December following the date of issuance. Daily permits will expire 24 hours after issuance.

1—10.06 POSSESSION, DISPLAY: Each person with a daily boat permit issued under the provisions of this division shall carry a current permit upon their person while on the Reservoir and produce it upon demand of any McLOUD CITY employee authorized to require the same. Annual boating permits must be displayed visibly on any watercraft on the port side aft near the stern just under the gunwale line at all times. 

1-10.07 BOAT TAG: The seasonal boat permit shall be designated by proper tag on the port side near the stern end of the boat, which must be plainly visible for a distance of at least one hundred (100) feet from said boat. Such tag shall be furnished with the permit by the CITY OF McLOUD.
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1—10.08 REVOCATION: Any permit issued to any person under the provisions of this division may be revoked for a violation of any applicable provision of state law, this Code or City of McLoud ordinance, rule or regulation.

1—10.09 TYPES OF PERMITS: The following permits for the various activities are authorized:

1-20.01 CITY OF McLOUD, POTTAWATOMIE COUNTY, OKLAHOMA COUNTY, OKLAHOMA CITY AND STATE TRAFFIC LAW SUPPLEMENT: These rules are in addition to and supplement the CITY OF McLOUD, Counties, City and State Traffic Laws which are in force and which are incorporated herein and made a part hereof.

1-20.02 REGULATIONS PARKING-GENERAL: Vehicles shall not be parked in violation of posted restrictions, or in such a manner as to obstruct or impede normal or emergency traffic movement or the parking of other vehicles, create a safety hazard or endanger any persons, facility or environmental feature. Vehicles so parked are subject to removal and impoundment at the owner’s expense.

1-20.03 PARKING - TIME LIMITS: Parking any vehicle in any designated parking lot or parking area except paid camping areas for a period of time in excess of twenty—four (24) hours or without obtaining prior written permission of the CITY OF McLOUD or their authorized representative is prohibited.

1-20.04 PARKING UNLAWFULLY IN CAMPING AREA: Motor vehicles which are found parked in a campground area and are not registered to a campsite with a valid and current camping permit or currently visiting a registered camper shall be considered unlawfully parked.

1-20.05 TRAFFIC ROUTES: No person shall operate any vehicle or ride any bicycle within any area administered by THE CITY OF McLOUD except on such roads, streets, driveways, trails, paths and other such thoroughfares which are designated or posted for such purposes. No person shall drive around any barrier or gate, which is across a road or trail, nor shall THEY drive a motor vehicle or bicycle upon such barricaded or closed thoroughfare. All vehicles must remain on paved or graveled surfaces at all times.
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1—20.06 OPERATOR’S LICENSE: All operators must possess a valid state operator’s license. 

1—20.07 VEHICLE OPERATION: Vehicles shall be operated only in accordance with posted restrictions and regulations and applicable Federal, State Laws and City Ordinances.

1—20.08 NOISE OR SMOKE: No person shall operate any motor vehicle, in any area of the Recreation Area (Reservoir), which is producing an unusual amount of noise or smoke or in such a way as to create unnecessary noise or smoke from the motor vehicle.

1-20.09 UNNECESSARY OPERATION: No person shall operate any motor vehicle within any area of the Recreation Area (Reservoir) except for necessary, direct transportation to or from his campsite or to and from a campsite or facility for which they have been granted a permit or in an area where said vehicle is allowed during proper hours of operation. 

1—20.10 RIGHT—OF—WAY: The operator of a motor vehicle or bicycle shall grant the right—of-way to all pedestrian crossings, streets, lanes, trails or roads within any area.

1-20.11 STREET LEGAL VEHICLES: All vehicles must be street legal in order to be operated on Recreation Area (Reservoir) streets.

(a) EXCEPTION. Non-street legal vehicles used by City of McLoud employees in the performance of necessary operations and maintenance and approved vehicles in designated areas.

1-25.01 OPERATION OF WATERCRAFT, GENERALLY.

(a) STATE BOAT AND WATER RULE SUPPLEMENT: These rules are in addition but not contrary to and supplement the State of Oklahoma Boat and Water Rules, Regulations and Safety Laws which are in force and which are incorporated herein and made a part hereof. All watercraft used upon the Reservoir shall be subject to inspection by the lake patrol or other persons as designated by the CITY OF McLOUD.

(b) AGE RESTRICTION: No person under the age of twelve (13) years shall row, sail or operate any watercraft upon the Reservoir, unless accompanied by an adult (18 years or older) experienced in boat operation. In addition juvenile’s age 13 to 16 must poses proof of successful completion of a DPS safe boating course. 

(c) CHILDREN UNDER THIRTEEN YEARS: No person shall at any time leave any child under the age of thirteen (13) years unattended in any boat (watercraft) on the waters of the Reservoir, except when such child is at all times within the custody and care of some person 18 or over. 

(d) OPERATION OF WATERCRAFT: Watercrafts may be operated on the Reservoir, except in prohibited or restricted areas, in accordance with posted restrictions, including buoys, signs or markers as regulated by enforcement personnel of the City of McLoud. Speed limits under adverse weather conditions shall not exceed fifteen (35) miles per hour. No boat (watercraft) propelled by motor on the Reservoir shall pass, with the motor in operation, within 500 feet to where any person is fishing at a speed greater than leaving a visible wake.
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(e) PROCEDURE UPON COLLISION: ACCIDENT OR OTHER CASUALTY. It shall be the duty of the operator of a vessel involved in a collision, accident, or other casualty, so far as he can do so without serious danger to his own vessel, crew, and passengers, to render to other persons affected by the collision, accident, or other casualty such assistance as may be practical and as may be necessary in order to save them from or minimize any danger caused by the collision, accident or other casualty also giving their name, address and identification of their vessel, in writing, to any person injured and to the owner of any property damaged in the collision, accident, or other casualty. In the case of collision, accident or other casualty resulting in death or injury to a person or damage to property in excess of Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00), shall file with the McLoud Police Department and/or Oklahoma Department of Public Safety a full description of the collision, accident, or other casualty, including such information as said agency may, by regulation, require.

(f) WAIVER OF LIABILITY: Any person taking part in the operation of a watercraft, in any manner, must waive in writing all rights of claims for damages or injuries sustained or claimed to be sustained against the CITY OF McLOUD and the PCDA, or against any CITY OF McLOUD or PCDA Trustee, or employee, either appointed or employed. 

1-25.02 WATERCRAFT REGISTRATION AND LICENSE REQUIREMENTS:

(a) WATERCRAFT REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS. All watercraft operated on the waters of the Reservoir shall be numbered in accordance with the Oklahoma Boat and Water Rules and Regulations. Letters and numbers shall be three to four inches in height with one half to three quarter inch strokes, of contrasting color to the boat. Letters and numbers must be spaced one half to three—quarters of an inch and within an area of thirty inches along each side of the bow under the gunwale. The numbers shall be maintained in a legible condition and easily read at a distance of 100 feet.

(b) WATERCRAFT REGISTRATION AND LICENSE REQUIREMENT: All watercraft shall possess and maintain on board a current registration whenever the watercraft is operated on the Reservoir, except; (a) Rental watercraft may keep a rental agreement in lieu of registration, (b) In the case of new watercraft or transfer of ownership of a watercraft, a temporary registration or photocopied registration will be acceptable.

(a) WATERCRAFT ANNUAL TAX DECAL: All watercraft shall possess and display a current annual State tax decal along with the registration numbers on the watercraft in the proper way and place. The annual tax decal shall be due on the first day of July each year and shall become delinquent on the first day of August thereafter.
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1-25.03 RESERVOIR PERMIT TO OPERATE WATERCRAFT. Persons may obtain a permit for the use of a watercraft on the Reservoir upon application at a designated honor box or any person as may be designated by the CITY OF McLOUD to issue the same and upon payment of the required fee. 

(1) All watercraft shall display or possess a current annual or daily 
Reservoir user permit in conjunction with the State 
Registration Numbers and Annual Tax Decal.

(2) Annual (Seasonal) watercraft permits shall be issued on CITY OF McLOUD forms and approved by the CITY OF McLOUD or its designee and shall be nontransferable. The permit shall be designated by the proper decal on the Port (left) side near the stern end of the watercraft below the gunwale line, which must be plainly visible for a distance of at least one hundred (100) feet from such watercraft.

(3) Annual (Seasonal) watercraft permits shall expire on the thirty-first day of December of each calendar year and be effective for no longer than one calendar year. No permit shall be prorated.

(4) Each person holding a daily permit for boating or fishing upon the Reservoir shall have their permit in their immediate possession when boating or fishing and shall produce the same for inspection upon demand by any Reservoir Lake Ranger, officer or representative of the CITY OF McLOUD.

(5) All permits issued pursuant to this article shall be conditioned upon the strict observance by the holders and users thereof of to the terms of this Section and any other ordinances, rules or regulations promulgated by the CITY OF McLOUD for the protection of the Reservoir from pollution or contamination, all state sanitary laws and all state and federal game and fish laws, while upon such water or the premises occupied thereby.

(a) A violation of such condition shall constitute a violation of this section and the CITY OF McLOUD or its designees upon conviction of any holder or user of such permit of such violation, in addition to other penalties for violation of this Section, may revoke and cancel the permit of such holder, and such convicted holder or user shall not be eligible for another license until the CITY OF McLOUD or designees shall so order.
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1—25.04 WATERCRAFT SAFETY REQUIRENTS: All watercraft shall comply with the Oklahoma Boat and Water Safety Act adopted February 28, 1974, and revisions thereto. 
 
(a) WATERCRAFT CAPACITY PLATE REQUIREMENTS. All watercraft less than 20 feet in length, manufactured, or imported into this state after July 1, 1974, designed to carry two or more persons, and propelled by machinery as its principal source of power shall be in compliance with U.S. Coast Guard Safety Standards and horsepower limits of the motor and have permanently affixed a capacity plate. The capacity plate shall bear the following information:

(1) The total weight of persons, motor, gear and other articles placed aboard which the vessel is capable of carrying with safety under normal conditions, (2) The recommended number of persons commensurate with the weight capacity of the watercraft and the presumed weight in pounds of each such person, not to be presumed to be less than 150 pounds, (3) The maximum horsepower limits of the outboard motor in which the vessel is designed to and intended to accommodate.

(b) WATERCPAFT CAPACITY LIMITS: No person shall use or operate a watercraft in excess of the loading or horsepower limits as established by the U.S. Coast Guard Safety Standards on the capacity plate and any violation thereof is prima fascia evidence of reckless operation.

(c) FIRE EXTINGUISHERS REQUIREMENTS: All motorboats or motor vessels must carry at least the minimum number of hand portable fire extinguishers for its class.

 (1) Class A and Class I motorboats with fixed fire extinguisher systems  
 are not required to have a fire extinguisher if the construction of such
 motorboat will permit the entrapment of explosive or flammable gases or 
 vapors.
 (2) Fire extinguishers must be carried in all motorboats that have one or  
 more of the following: 
  (a) Closed compartments under thwarts and seats wherein portable tanks      
    may be stored, 
  (b) Double bottom not sealed to the hull or which are not completely  
  filled with flotation material,
  (c) Closed living spaces, 
  (d) Closed stowage compartments in which combustible or flammable 
  material is stored,
  (e) Permanently installed fuel tanks.

(d) VENTILATION REQUIREMENTS: All motorboats or motor vessels, except open boats, which use a fuel having a flash point of 110 degrees F or less, shall have at least two ventilator ducts, fitted with cowls or in their equivalent, for the efficient removal of explosive or flammable gases from the bilge(s) of every engine and fuel tank compartment. There shall be at least one exhaust duct installed so as to extend from the open atmosphere to the lower portion of the bilge and at least one intake duct installed so as to extend to a point at least midway to the bilge or at least below the 
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level of the carburetor air intake.
The cowl should be located and trimmed for maximum effectiveness so as to prevent displaced fumes from being re—circulated. Ventilation shall conform to Oklahoma Boat and Water Rules, Regulations and Safety Laws, Section 19.

(e) MUFFLERS: The exhaust of every internal combustion engine used on any motorboat that is designated to exhaust above the water shall be effectively muffled by equipment which contains a device, commonly known as a baffle or baffled muffler, which mixes the flow of gases in adjacent exhaust puffs in such a way that they emerge from the muffler in a more silent steady stream. The Oklahoma Department of Public Safety shall by regulation, prescribe the maximum limits on noise emissions from motorboats. The use of cutouts is prohibited.

(f) FLNE ARRESTERS: Carburetors on all engines of motor boats, other than outboard motors, shall be fitted with a U.S. Coast Guard or U.L. approved device for arresting backfire. The flame arrestor shall be suitably secured to the air intake with flame and proof type connections. An acceptable alternative system or device shall be any metallic attachment to the carburetor which will disperse backfire flames to the atmosphere outside the vessel where they will not endanger the vessel, persons on board, or nearby vessels and structures and maintained in good and serviceable condition. 

(g) WHISTLES AND HORN REQUIRENTS: Each motor boat sixteen (16) feet in length or over, shall have one hand, mouth, or power—operated whistle or horn capable of producing several blasts of two or more seconds in duration and audible for at least one—half mile.

(1) No vessel shall be equipped with nor shall any person use upon a vessel any siren, except authorized emergency vessels.

(h) WATERCRAFT LIGHTING: Every vessel or watercraft in all weathers from sunset to sunrise shall carry and exhibit the following lights when under way and during prescribed shall be exhibited.

(1) From sunset to sunrise all vessels of Classes A and I as described by Oklahoma Boat and Water Safety Act shall carry the following lights; (a) a bright white light aft to show all around the horizon, and (b) a combined lantern in the forepart of the vessel and lower than the white light aft, showing green to the starboard and red to port, so fixed as to throw the light from right ahead of two points of the compass abaft the beam on their respective sides.
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(2) From sunset to sunrise all vessels manually propelled or propelled by the water current, shall have at hand a lantern capable of showing a white light, which shall be capable of being displayed in sufficient time to prevent collision with other vessels. 

(i) LIFE SAVING DEVICES (PFDS) REQUIREMENT: This section shall apply to all motor boats, watercraft, and vessels that are propelled or controlled by machinery, sails, oars, paddles, poles or any other vessels.

(1) No person shall use a watercraft less than 16 feet in length or a canoe or kayak unless at least one Coast Guard approved personal flotation device (PFD) of the following types is on board for each person: Type I, II, III, or IV.

(2) No person shall use a watercraft 16 feet or more in length, unless at least one Coast Guard approved personal flotation device (PFD) of the following types is on board for each person: Type I, II, III, and at least one Type IV PFD is onboard in addition to the PFDs required.

(3) No person shall be engaged in skiing, surf boarding or similar activity unless wearing a Coast Guard approved personal flotation device (PFD) of Type I, II, III, or IV. Ski belts are not Coast Guard approved. 

(4) Personal Flotation Device (PFD) Type V or Type V Hybrid may be used in lieu of any PFD required if that Type V PFD is approved by the U.S. Coast Guard for the activity in which the recreational boat is being used or is used within the limitations of its approval.

(j) PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICES (PFDS) ON CHILDREN IN WATERCRAFT: All Children who have not attained the age of thirteen (13) years shall wear a U.S. Coast Guard approved personal flotation device of proper size at all times when they are in or on any watercraft which is upon the waters of the Reservoir.

(k) PERSONAL FLOTATION DEVICES (PFDS) READILY ACCESSIBLE: All Coast Guard approved personal flotation devices (PFDS) must be serviceable, readily accessible and of the appropriate size for the intended user. A serviceable PFD is free of rot, tears, punctures, and water logging and all straps and buckles must be attached and functional, readily accessible means that the PFD can be immediately reached in an emergency situation.

1—25.05 LENGTH LIMIT: All watercraft will be limited to a length not to exceed twenty-six (26) feet and horsepower limits set by manufacturer’s rating of the watercraft. 
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1—25.06 WATERCRAFT RECKLESS/NEGLIGENT OPERATION, IN A MANNER NOT REASONABLE AND PROPER: 
(a) Every operator of a watercraft shall at all times operate the vessel in a careful and prudent manner and at such rate of speed not to endanger the life, limb or property of any other person, and shall obey all posted speed limits.

(b) Reckless operation of a watercraft includes operating the vessel in a manner which unnecessarily interferes with the free and proper use of the navigable waters or unnecessarily endangers other vessels therein, or the life and limb of any person.

(c) No person shall operate any watercraft at a rate of speed greater than will permit him in the exercise of reasonable care to bring the vessel to a stop within the assured clear distance ahead.

(d) The operator shall keep a proper look out at all times while underway.

(e) A person shall not operate a vessel or ski within a lawfully authorized restricted area clearly marked by buoys, beacons, or distinguishing devices as being prohibited to vessels or skiing.

1-25.07 OPERATING A WATERCRAFT WHILE INTOXICATED OR UNDER THE INFLUENCE OF DRUGS: No person shall operate any motorboat or vessel, or manipulate any water skis, surfboard, or similar device while intoxicated or under the influence of any alcoholic beverage or substance included in the Uniform Controlled Dangerous Substance Act.

1-25.08 RIDING IN/ON A WATERCRAFT 
(a) No person shall sit or ride on the sides of a vessel, a covered bow or the back of any seat of a vessel, or stand in a vessel while under way at any speed greater than idle or trolling speed; provided,, however, the operator of such vessel may stand if said vessel is specifically designed to be operated from a standing position.

(b) No operator shall allow any person to occupy the front or back deck of any vessel while under way at any speed greater than idle or trolling speed, nor any structure above the main deck without adequate safety rails or liens so constructed as to prevent such person from slipping or falling overboard.
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1—25.09 WATER SKIING — DEFINITION: For purposes of this division, the term “water skiing” shall mean the activity of being propelled along the water upon devices known as skis and being at the same time towed by some type of boat and shall include the uses of surfboards, or any other device which 16 may be used to sustain any person upon the water while being towed by a motorboat.

(a) WATERSKIING OBSERVER: No person shall operate a vessel on any waters of the Reservoir for towing a person or persons on water skis, or a surfboard or similar device unless there is in such vessel a person, in addition to the operator, in a position to observe the progress of the person or persons being towed, or unless a rear view mirror has been installed on such vessel in such manner as to permit the person operating said vessel to face the direction of travel and be in a position to observe the progress of the person or persons being towed. The person observing must be at least eight (8) years of age.

(b) WATERSKIING HOURS: No person shall operate a vessel on the waters of the Reservoir towing a person or persons on water skis, a surfboard, similar device nor shall any person engage in water skiing, surf boarding, or similar activities at any time between the hours set by the PCDA for closing.

(C) OPERATING A WATERCRAFT TOWING A WATER SKIER(S): No person shall operate or manipulate any vessel, tow rope or other device, by which the direction or location of water skis, a surfboard, or similar device may be affected or controlled in such a way as to cause the water skis, surfboard, or similar device, or any person thereon to collide with or strike against any object or person.

(d) ATTENDING A WATER SKIER: No person shall operate a vessel on the waters of the Reservoir while towing a person(s) on water skis, a surfboard or similar activity and leave the skier unattended in the waters in such a manner as to endanger the skier or unnecessarily interfere with the free and proper use of the navigable waters of other vessels therein.

(e) WATERCRAFT TOWING SKIERS-DIRECTION OF TRAVEL: All watercraft towing skiers upon the waters of the Reservoir shall move generally in a clockwise direction.

(f) AREA RESTRICTED: No person shall engage in water skiing except in the area outlined for such activity by the CITY OF McLOUD law enforcement officer(s) or other designees.

(g) WAIVER OF LIABILITY: Any person taking part in water skiing, in any manner, must waive in writing all rights of claims for damages or injuries sustained or claimed to be sustained against the CITY OF McLOUD, PCDA or against THE CITY OF McLOUD, PCDA Trustees, or employee, either appointed or employed.

(h) INEXPERIENCED BOAT OPERATORS: Persons inexperienced in boat operation 
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or persons under the age of sixteen (16) years shall not operate a boat which is engaged in the activity of skiing upon the Reservoir, unless accompanied by an adult (18 years or older) experienced in boat operation. 

1-25.10 WATERCRAFT RULES OF RIGHT-OF-WAY. 
(a) When two watercraft are approaching each other “head on” or nearly so (so as to involve risk of collision) each water craft shall bear to the right and pass the other watercraft on its left side. 
(b) When two boats approach each other obliquely, or at right angles, the watercraft approaching on the right has the right of way.

(c) When a watercraft may overtake another on either side, the passing watercraft shall grant right of way to the overtaken boat. The vessel being overtaken shall hold its course and speed. 

(d) When a motorboat and a sailing vessel are proceeding in such direction as to involve risk of collision, the motorized vessel shall keep out of the way of the sailing vessel.

(e) When a watercraft, which is underway, passes by a watercraft which is at anchor, the watercraft moving shall maintain a minimum distance of 150 feet and exercise due care with regard to the wake being created. 

1—25.11 MOORING FACILITIES: The placement of floating or stationary mooring facilities is prohibited. All watercraft are prohibited to tie/anchor to buoys.

1-25.12 LAUNCHING OR LOADING OF WATERCRAFT: No person shall launch or load any watercraft in any area of the Reservoir except at those locations so designated.

1-25.13 WATERCRAFT SECURITY AT NIGHT: No operator shall drift, anchor, dock, moor, tie up or beach a watercraft on lands or waters of the Reservoir and sleep thereon at night.

1-25.14 AIRBORNE DEVICE TOWED BY WATERCRAFT: While being towed by a watercraft or motor vehicle no person shall have any airfoil or balloon device in hand or affixed to a person for the purpose of becoming airborne over the lands or waters of the Reservoir unless written permission has first been obtained from the CITY OF McLOUD or their designee, thirty (30) days in advance.

1—25.15 SPEED LIMIT: No person shall operate a watercraft on the waters of the Reservoir at a speed greater than 45 mph or less than is reasonable and proper under the conditions then existing, considering among other things the condition or type of the watercraft, weather, visibility, presence of other watercraft or vessels presence of buoys or of other obstructions, proximity to the shoreline or restricted areas, and depth of water, or type of the watercraft, weather, visibility, presence of other watercraft or vessels, presence of buoys or of other obstructions, proximity to the shoreline or restricted areas, and depth of water.

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1-25.16 PERSONAL WATERCRAFT: In addition to those rules and regulations established by this chapter and state law concerning the operation of watercraft on the waters of the Reservoir, operators of personal watercraft shall be subject to the following restrictions:

(a) All personal watercraft, jet skis, ski bikes or similar devices must be registered with the state. All operators of such devices must wear United States Coast Guard life preservers at all times, and operators of such equipment must conform to the water rules, regulations and safety laws, as apply to the operation of watercraft in the Reservoir.

(b) A person may not operate a personal watercraft, Jet Ski or similar device unless they have attained the age of sixteen (16) years of age and have obtained a valid driver’s license.

(c) A person may operate a personal watercraft, Jet Ski, or similar device on the waters of the Reservoir only in the area specifically designated for such use.

(d) All personal watercraft (in the area outlined for such activity) shall move generally in a clockwise direction.

(e) A person may not operate or give permission to operate any personal watercraft in a reckless, negligent or careless manner so as to endanger life, limb or property of any person, including the operator of such watercraft.

(f) A person may not operate or give permission to operate any personal watercraft without a U.S. Coast Guard approved lifesaving device (PFD) of the proper size and type, either a type II, III, or V, preferably a type III with an impact rating of at least thirty—five (35) miles per hour, which shall be worn while such craft is in operation.

(g) A person may not operate or give permission to operate a personal watercraft within one hundred fifty (150) feet of any person, other watercraft or personal watercraft, dock, buoy, bridge, or any other prohibitive structure at a speed greater than idle or slow steerage—way speed. 

(h) A person may not operate a personal watercraft on the waters of the Reservoir, unless it is equipped with a self—circling device or a lanyard—type engine cutoff switch. 
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(i) A person may not operate a personal watercraft equipped by the manufacturer with a lanyard-type engine cutoff switch, unless the lanyard is operational and attached to the operator, operator’s clothing, or a personal flotation device worn by the operator. 

(j) A person may not operate or give permission to operate a personal watercraft equipped by the manufacturer with a self-circling device if the self—circling device or engine throttle has been altered in any way that would prohibit the self-circling device from operating in its intended manner.

(k) Personal watercraft, jet skis, ski bikes, or similar devices operated in areas designated “no wake” shall not exceed ten (10) miles per hour.

1-25.17 UNATTENDED WATERCRAFT: Leaving any watercraft unattended for more than 2 hours is prohibited, and may be impounded, unless watercraft belongs to a registered camper.

1-30.01 AIRCRAFT OPERATION: The operation of aircraft on or within the immediate airspace (that is under 500 feet) of the Reservoir is prohibited. This provision shall not be applicable to aircraft engaged on official business of federal, state or local governments, law enforcement agencies or aircraft used in emergency rescue.

1-30.02 CARELESS, NEGLIGENT OR RECKLESS OPERATION OF AIRCRAFT: No person shall operate any aircraft while on or above waters or lands of the NORTH DEER CREEK RECREATIONAL AREA (Wes Watkins Reservoir) in a careless, negligent or reckless manner so - as to endanger any person or property.

1-30.03 FEDERAL AVIATION RULES: This section bestows no authority to deviate from rules and regulations, prescribed standards of the appropriate state aeronautical agency or the Federal Aviation Administration including, but not limited to, regulations and standards concerning pilot certifications or ratings and airspace requirements.

1—30.04 AIR DELIVERY: The air delivery of any person, material or equipment by parachute, helicopter or other means onto lands and waters of the PCDA Reservoir without written permission is prohibited except in extreme emergencies threatening human life.

1—30.05 WATER LANDING: Aircraft utilized for water landing and takeoff is prohibited at the Reservoir except in extreme emergencies threatening human life.

1-35.01 SWIMMING AREA: Swimming in the Reservoir is recommended only in designated swimming areas. These areas will be marked by buoy line and swimming is recommended only on the beach side of the buoys. Swimming on the lakeside of the buoys is not recommended.

1-35.02 ENTERING WATER FROM BOAT: Swimming from a boat or entering the water from a boat except for the purpose of making necessary repairs, skiing or sailing is not recommended.

1—35.03 SCUBA DIVING: Scuba diving is prohibited except by Law Enforcement and rescue or recovery dive teams.

1-35.04 NUDITY: No person shall publicly appear nude or disrobe while in any area of the Reservoir or recreation area.

1—35.05 DIVING: Diving or jumping from bridges, land or other structures that cross or are adjacent to the Reservoir is prohibited.

1—35.06 SWIMMING RISK: All swimming shall be at the swimmers own risk. No lifeguard will be present.

1—35.07 CHILDREN SWIMMING: All children under the age of thirteen (13) years shall wear a DSCG approved personal flotation device at all times while in the water. All children must be accompanied by an adult (age 18 years or older) before entering the beach or swimming area.

1—35—08 FOOD AND DRINK: Food or drink is prohibited on the beach and in the swimming area.

1-35.09 HOURS OF OPERATION: Swimming areas will open at 7:00 a.m. and close at 10:00 p.m. only adults are allowed in swimming areas after dark.

1—40.03 CLEANLINESS OF PICNIC AREA: Picnickers shall keep their sites free of trash and litter during the period of occupancy, and shall remove all personal equipment and clean their site before departure.

1—40.04 PICNIC PAVILION RENTALS: Picnickers may obtain a permit for rental of pavilions on a daily basis. Pavilions may be reserved in advance for a non-refundable fee of $20.00, contact Camp manager or Lake Ranger for details. Use of pavilion without a permit is prohibited.

1-45.01 CHECK IN AND CHECKOUT: Check in can be accomplished by using the honor box additional nights can be purchased in the same manner anytime thereafter, provided there is a camping spot available. To obtain restroom keys the camp manager or their designee must be contacted in person, extra nights may also be purchased from same. Checkout time will be at 2:00 p.m.

1—45.02 CAMPING AREA: No person shall camp in any area other than the area so designated for the purpose of camping.

1-45.03 CAMPING PERMIT/FEES: No person shall camp within the park area unless such person possesses a current and valid camping permit. Persons should not set up or occupy a site until they have been issued or obtained from the honor box a valid camping permit. All campers are responsible for paying permit fees using the honor box or from the camp manager or Lake Ranger before 1:00 p.m. each day of their stay.

1—45.04 CAMPSITES: Camping at one or more campsites at the Reservoir is limited to a period no longer than fourteen (14) consecutive days between Labor Day and Memorial Day. Every campsite is numbered and includes community restroom with showers (each campsite will be given the applicable key to the men’s and ladies restroom), community water, parking spot, picnic table, charcoal grill and fire ring. Primitive campsite includes items listed above. Regular campsite includes items listed above plus electricity hookup and individual water hydrant.

1—45.05 COMFORT STATIONS: Persons campsites will be issued one key to the ladies and one key to the men’s restrooms. These keys are not interchangeable. Campers will be responsible for returning these keys at the end of their stay. A fee of $3.00 will be charged for lost keys. 
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1—45.06 PERMANENT CAMPING FACILITIES: The installation of permanent camping facilities is prohibited. The digging or leveling of any ground or construction of any structure is prohibited. This does not prohibit the erection of a tent in designated areas.

1—45.07 JUVENILE CAMPERS: No person who is a juvenile (under the age of 18) shall camp in any area of the Reservoir except when accompanied by a parent or guardian.

1—45.08 CAMPING UNIT LIMITS: Camping will be limited to two camping unit per campsite providing that one or both of the units is a tent. Camping units include but are not limited to tents, lean-to’s teepees, and pop up trailers, travel trailers, fifth wheel trailers and motor homes.

1—45.09 PETS: All dogs, cats, or other pets or animals must be penned, caged, or on a leash under six (6) feet in length or (in hand) or otherwise physically restrained.

1—45.10 TRASH REMOVAL: Campers shall keep their sites free of trash and litter during the period of occupancy.

1-45.11 QUIET HOURS: Quiet hours will be enforced from 10:00 p.m. until 7:00 a.m. loud noises or bright lights that may disturb the peace are prohibited during these hours. It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a motorcycle, motorbike, television, boom box, radios, spotlight, headlights or phonographic equipment after 10:00 p.m. within the camping facilities. It shall be unlawful for any person to disturb other persons in the camping areas by any loud or unusual noise, bright light, and loud language or by any other improper behavior.

1—45.12 VEHICLES: Vehicles are prohibited to occupy vacant campsites. All vehicles must be street legal in order to be operated in or on recreational lands. All vehicles must remain on paved or graveled surfaces or designated paths or trails at all times and parked in designated parking areas only.

1-45.13 ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES AND BEER: Beer and alcoholic beverages are not prohibited however, all driving under the influence and public drunk Laws and ordinances apply both on and off the water, all areas of the recreation area will be patrolled.

1-50.01 FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS: All federal, state and local laws governing hunting or fishing apply on the NORTH DEER CREEK RECREATION AREA and RESERVOIR waters, except as these laws may be modified by the CITY OF McLOUD for purposes of regulating fishing and wildlife.

1-50.02 TROTLINES, JUGLINES, THROWLINES, LII’LINES AND YO-YOS:

(a) Definitions: 
Trotline: a line with hooks placed along its length placed in the water attached at each end and left unattended for a means of taking fish.

Jug line: a vertical line with hooks suspended from a non— metallic or non—glass device, drifting free or anchored left unattended for a means of taking fish.

Throw line: a line attached at one end and weighted at the other with hooks along its length left unattended for the means of taking fish.

Limb line: a limb line is a line with hooks attached to a limb, branch or other natural object left unattended for the means of taking fish.

Yo-Yos: a line with hooks attached to a self—activating retracting device left unattended for the means of taking fish.

(b) Prohibition: Fishing by trotline, jug line, throw line, limb line and yo—yo is prohibited in all areas of the Reservoir.

1—50.03 FISHING AREAS: No person shall at any time engage in fishing in any swimming beach waters or in any area of the Reservoir posted that prohibits fishing.
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1—50.04 PROHIBITED AREA: No fishing shall be permitted within one hundred (100) feet of the intake tower or any water supply conduit, or upon any culture pond now established or which may hereafter established by the CITY OF McLOUD. Fishing is not allowed on the dam at any time, nor near the dam if area is buoyed.

1-50.05 WAIST FLOTATION DEVICE: The waist flotation device commonly known as a “belly boat” shall be permitted for use when fishing on the Reservoir except when the use of such device interferes with the free and proper use of navigable waters or unnecessarily endangers life or limb of the occupant.

1-50.06 RESTRICTED FISHING IN SKI AREAS: No fishing will be permitted in designated ski areas during the hours water skiing is permitted as defined in Section 1-25.18.

1—50.07 BAG LIMITS: Size and bag limits shall be the same size and bag limit as set forth by state laws and regulations, except as restricted by the CITY OF McLOUD in order to manage and encourage trophy bass fishing. Individuals possessing valid permits are responsible to know the current size and bag limits for various species of fish.

(a) All Large Mouth Bass will be subject to a (  ) possession of any illegal fish exceeding limit or not reaching length limit shall be subject to a fine of $100 per illegal fish. Vehicles and watercraft shall be subject to search at any time.

Effective July, 2010:

20 crappie may be kept per day no size limit

15 blue/channel cat (combined) may be kept per day

10 flathead catfish (22-inch minimum) may be kept per day 

Sand bass no size or number limit

Fines assessed on fish kept over the limits or under the size limit shall be set and subject to change by the CITY OF McLOUD.

1-50.08 LURES, BAITS RESTRICTED: Only artificial lures and live bait, such as worms, minnows or crawfish or fresh bait, such as fresh and unspoiled or untainted shrimp, liver, beef, or other fresh meats which are fit for human consumption, may be used for fishing bait in the Reservoir.

1-50.09 HUNTING: Hunting is prohibited on the waters and lands of the Reservoir and Recreation area except where and when allowed by City ordinance.

1-50.10 TRAPPING: No person shall trap animals within any area of the Reservoir except to prevent damage to the integrity of the Reservoir. It shall be unlawful for any person to use any net or trap for fishing in the Reservoir.					26

1—55.01 TRASH DISPOSITION: No person shall leave, place or dispose of in any manner garbage, peelings or vegetables or fruit, waste, refuse, rubbish, ashes, can(s), bottle(s), wire, paper, carton(s), box(es), motor vehicle, bicycle or wagon parts, furniture, glass, oils, sewages, plastics or anything of an unsightly or unsanitary nature under or upon the lands and waters of the Reservoir. Trash is to be placed in receptacles designated for that purpose violators will be cited and or prosecuted.

1-55.02 DUMPING TRASH PROHIBITED: No person shall bring into the Reservoir or Recreation area any household or commercial garbage, trash, rubbish, debris, dead animals or litter of any kind for disposal or dumping violators will be cited and or prosecuted. 

1-55.03 PROHIBITION OF CONTAMINANT DUMPING: Spilling, pumping or discharge of contaminants, pollutants or other wastes including, but not limited to, human or animal waste, petroleum, industrial and commercial products and byproducts on the lands or waters of the Reservoirs is prohibited violators will be cited and or prosecuted. 

1—55.04 LITTERING PROHIBITED: Campers, picnickers and all other persons using the areas and facilities of the Reservoir shall keep their sites free of trash and litter during the period of occupancy, and shall remove all personal equipment and clean their sites upon departure violators will be cited and or prosecuted. 

1-55.05 SEWAGE DISCHARGE AT DUMP STATION: Camping units equipped with bathroom and kitchen facilities may discharge sewage and gray water at dump station only violators will be cited and or prosecuted.

1-55.06 SEWAGE DISCHARGE PROHIBITED: The discharge or placing of sewage, galley waste, garbage, refuse or pollutants into the waters and or on the Recreation area property is prohibited, except under the conditions listed above.

1-55.07 CAMPERS TRASH REMOVAL: Persons camping will be responsible for disposing all trash in the containers provided.

1-60.01 USE OF FIRES: No person shall kindle, build, maintain or use a fire other than in places provided or designated for such purposes violators shall be subject to fines and or penalties.

1-60.02 IMPROPER DISPOSAL OF BURNING MTERIA1: Improper disposal of lighted materials, matches or other burning material is prohibited violators shall be subject to fines and or penalties.

1-62.04 LIVESTOCK USE OF LANDS AND WATER: Ranging, grazing, watering or allowing livestock on Reservoir lands and in water is prohibited unless written permission is given by the CITY OF McLOUD.

1—65.03 MOLESTING ANIMALS: No person shall molest, hunt, disturb, injure, trap, take, net, poison, harm or kill any kind of animal or fish, mar or rifle the nest of any bird or the den, nest or abode of any animal or so attempt, except fish may be taken in accordance with state fishing laws and hunting where and when approved by the CITY OF McLOUD FOLLOWING ALL STATE AND CITY LAWS/ORDENANCES.
